wounded on 25 Sep 1915 in Tahure (Marne) and evacuated to the voluntary 

hospital 148 BIS Saint-Vincent in Bagnères-de-Bigorre.  Returned on 03 Sep 

1916. 

Wounded by shrapnel in left lung on 20 Apr 1917 at Chemin des Dames  and 

evacuated to auxiliary hospital 89 in Brunoy, returned to the depot on 16 Oct 

1917 and sent to Brest hospital on 23 Nov 1917 

 

Awards: Medaille militaire & Croix de guerre   

 

Died: Died of sickness related to previous injury 5 Dec 1917 at Hospital Brest, 

Finistere 

 

Grave: Unknown
