Demobilized in 1919 but died a few months later due to the effects of gas poisoning    

Awards:  Croix de guerre 

Citation by the order of the 12th CA: “Type of courage and devotion. During 
the attacks of June 1, 3, 8 and 9, 1916, and despite the most violent 

artillery fire, spontaneously went to rescue a large number of wounded. On 

June 1, he particularly distinguished himself by freeing the wounded   

buried under the rubble of the regiment’s headquarters, and on the night of 

June 3 by collectiong on the ground several wounded who he transported to 

the aid station” Translation 

Died:  19 Aug 1919 17 rue Berton, Paris from effects of gas poisoning
