at Mont Cornillet 4 May 1917 returned to the Front 4 Oct 1917. 

Appointed Corporal March 1918 

Awards: Medaille Militaire (posthume), Croix de Guerre (silver star) 

Citations: to the order of the 48th IR (n ° 699 02/09/1918), and MM: 
"Excellent soldier, of remarkable calm and composure, 

always volunteered for patrols, did not hesitated to 

fire on a German who, surprised in his trench, 

refused to surrender " 

 

"Excellent and brave corporal. Was mortally wounded 

while attacking the Plateau de Hautebraye, July 3, 

1918, at the head of his squad. Was a fine example of 

courage and sacrifice to his comrades." 

 

Died: KIA 3 Jul 1918 Hameau de Hautebraye, Autreches, Oise 

Grave: Initially buried at Attichy but probably reburied in a family grave at the 

Cemetery in Brizon
