Service: Caporal 152e RI (Regiment d’Infanterie) 

Matricule au recruitment: #16, Langres (Haute-Marne) Class 1912 

Incorporated into the 152nd IR (Regiment d’Infanterie) on 10 Oct 1913, he was 

therefore in service when war was declared, left for the front on 2 Aug 1914, 

appointed corporal on 12 Nov 1914.  

Awards: Medaille Militaire (Posthume) and Croix de guerre (silver star) 

Citations: "Admirable corporal, of incomparable calm and bravery. Fallen like a hero, on 

November 28, 1914, in the battle of Charémont, while accomplishing his duty with untiring 

dedication." 

Entry in Tableau d’ Honneur:  “Proposed for sergeant, refused the stripes and was 
retained in his duties as liaison officer. At Alsace and the Vosges, and was carried by a shell 
on November 28, 1914, at the Charemont plateau, near Saint-Die.” Translated 
 

His Captain wrote of him: "He was the admiration and astonishment of all by 

his courage and contempt for danger: he was one of the bravest of the brave, 

and everyone here weeps for him." 

 

Death: KIA 28 Nov 1914 Charemont, Le Haut de la guerite, Frapelle, Vosges 

 

Grave: Necropole nationale Bertrimoutier, Vosges Grave 181
