Translated 

Death: KIA 25 Aug 1914 Remereville, Meurthe-et-Moselle 

Grave: Necropole Nationale Champenoux, Meurthe-et-Moselle Grave No 1339 

Buried alongside his cousin Bertrand Marie d’Amphernet who was a lieutenant 

in the 156e RI who died the same day in the same sector.
