Citation: "Soldier of bravery deemed fallen gloriously 

for France, November 5, 1914, in Belgium, during a 

perilous mission for which he was a volunteer." 

 

Died:  MIA/KIA 5 Nov 1914 Heuvelland, Le Mont-Kemmel, Belgium 

Missing presumed dead - Never found
