Promoted Sergent 8 Oct 1915 passed to 122e RI 26 Apr 1916  

Awards: Medaille militaire (posthume) & Croix de guerre (bronze star) 

Citations: MM: “Brave non-commissioned officer. Fell gloriously for France, 
August 8, 1916, in front of Verdun while doing his duty valiantly. Croix de guerre 
with bronze star.” 
 

Death: MIA/KIA 8 Aug 1916 Douamont, Meuse.
