Passed to 17e RA d’Infanterie 2 Feb 1915 and to the 149e RI 12 Mar 1915. 

Promoted Caporal 25 May 1915 and Sergent 6 Jun 1915. 

Wounded July 1915 

Killed on 26 Sep 1915 in Bois-en-Hache near Aix-Noultette while shouting to 

his men “Forward”. 

Awards: Medaille militaire (posthume) & Croix de guerre (bronze star) 

Citations: MM citation: “Brave non-commissioned officer. Fell gloriously for 
France on 26 Sep 191, in Aix Noulette. Croix de guerre with bronze star”.
