Assigned to the 8th S.I.M. during the mobilization, as a nurse at the 

complementary 9 (contagious) hospital in Nevers. 

Classified as armed service (23 Nov 1914)  

Passed to the 13th RI (13 Apr 1915) 

Sent to the front on 10 Aug 1915 as stretcher bearer. 

Was wounded and evacuated for the first time in June/July 1916 

Awards:  Médaille militaire (posthume) & Médaille d'Honneur with silver pin 

(28 Feb 1917) 

Citations:  
"Charged as nurse-major of a contagious service, never ceased to show 

remarkable zeal and dedication. Has contracted in his service several 

contagious affections." (28 Feb 1917)  

 

Citation for MM "A stretcher soldier who, since the start of the campaign, 

has always shown in his duties dedication and courage worthy of praise. Was 

fatally struck on 15/02/1917, at the time he was treating his colonel." (15
