(A few months before his death, he had taken command as sous-lieutenant of a company of 

Senegalese, then (at his request) that of a frank corps, made up of volunteers provided by the 

whole regiment. It was in conducting a reconnaissance entrusted to these volunteers that he 

fell, hit with a bullet in the forehead on August 9, 1917. He knew only a few moments of his
