Service: Caporal 53e BAC, Bataillon de Chasseurs Alpins

Exempt from service in 1914  

Returned from England 28 Nov 1914 

Incorporated into the 32e B.A.C Dec 1914 

Left for the front as a stretcher bearer 20 Apr 1915 

Combatant from Aug 1915.  

Wounded in Champagne 28 Aug 1915  

Returned to the front with the 53e BAC 18 Nov 1915  

Became fusilier-mitrailleur and appointed caporal 30 May 1917 

Wounded and disappeared during attack on Dickesbusch near Locre, Belgium 

13 Jun 1918 

Awards: Medaille militaire (Posthume). Croix de guerre (Silver Star) 

Citations:  To the order of the battalion (#103 on 20 Nov 1916): "Very 
beautiful fire conduct during the days of 6th and 9th of Nov 1916." 

 

MM citation - "Elite Corporal. Has always set an example of dedication and 

bravery. Killed on 13 Jun 1918 in the attack on Dickebusch, while training 

his men in the assault." 

 

Death: MIA/KIA  13 Jun 1918 Dickebusch, Belgium 

 

Grave: Unknown – disappeared in combat (not found). 

Memorial:  Remembered on the War Memorial at Chateau Gombert, Marseille 

& the Commemorative Plaque in the Sacred Heart Church in Marseille.
