Citations: To the Order of the Army: “Young officer with the highest idea of 
duty. Gave throughout the campaign and until his death, the most 

magnificent examples of bravery and spirit of sacrifice. On July 15, 1918, 

after having fought for several hours and pushing back with his unit three 

violent attacks, he devoted himself to protect, with a few men, the 

withdrawal of his company. Surrounded by the enemy, without hope of help, 

fought to the end and was killed on the spot, heroically, with his men.”
