"On June 3, 1915, in charge of making a patrol with his half-section, Went 

alone in his person to the enemy wires and recognized them very exactly" 

Citation Chevalier de la Legion d’honneur: “Elite officer, exercising an 
extraordinary moral ascendancy over his men; in the most critical 

circumstances maintaining a serene calm, and joining the most ardent weary 

tenacity to the most magnificent bravery. On May 22, 1916, in front of the 

fort of Vaux, with a superb impetus removed his section attacking the 

German trenches, and fell gloriously struck in the second line which he had 

just taken from the enemy.” Translated
