Parents: Jacques Bernard Albert Poisson & Jeanne Marie Antoinette Courros  

Father was Mayor of Rion-des-Landes 1888-1925 & Conseiller general des 

Landes. Three brothers also died in military service during WW1:  Joseph Louis 

Jacques, Sergeant 94e RI, MPLF 23 May 1916; Jean Louis Antoine, Soldat 

2nd class  SIC MPLF 23 October 1916. Jean Charles Andre, Ensigne de 

Vaisseau 1e. Aviation Maritime de Sousse MPLF 18 Aug 1918. His brothers 

Jacques and Antoine were Jesuit Scholastics.

Promoted captain on 23 Jun 1913, transferred to the 2nd RG (26th battalion of 

Morocco) on 24 July 1913, returned to France on 29 Oct 1914,  

Assigned to the Direction du Genie des Etapes  (engineering) of the 8th Army 

on 18 Nov 1914, assigned to the l'État-Major du Génie of the 8th Army on 12 



Feb 1914, assigned to the command of the Company 20/3 of 10th RG on 3 Jan  

1915. 

Awards: Legion d’Honneur, Croix de guerre & Medaille Coloniale 

Citations:  "Commander of the company responsible for cooperating in the 
attack on a position, took arrangements which helped in success. He himself 

took part in the removal of the trenches, showing magnificent courage. Fell 

fatally struck dragging a group of assailants onto the parapet of a 

structure."
