Taken prisoner on 20 Aug1914 in Sarrebourg, interned in Ingolstalt and
Plassenbourg (Germany) - repatriated on 20 July 1915.

Requested to go back to the Front and appointed titular chaplain and assigned to
the Group of Divisional Stretcher Bearers of the 123rd ID and seconded to the
58th RAC, on 17 Aug 1915. Seriously wounded in the field 28 Feb 1917 at
Fleury.

Awards: Chevalier de la Légion d'Honneur (potume), Croix de guerre (palme &

bronze and silver stars)

Citations:

“Chaplain in charge of a group of divisional stretcher
bearers. Chaplain animated by an ardent dedication and a
spirit of sacrifice carried to the highest degree. Seriously
injured on February 28, 1917, while traversing the trenches in
a particularly dangerous area. Already twice cited to order.”

Death: Died of Wounds 12 May 1917 at Hopital complémentaire 83 (Hospice
de Vieillards de la Charité, 40 rue Valbenoite), Saint-Etienne, Loire
