Jersey and ran the Jesuit observatory for many years. He was also a student at the College of 

Notre Dame de Bon Secours de Jersey with his brother Jehan (1911 census)

Passed to 44e RAC 27 Aug 1918 

Awards: Medaille militaire 

Citation: Quoted to the order of the army in these terms: "Barely arrived at 
the battery, had immediately known how to impose confidence from his men by 

his composure and his knowledge. Responsible for the execution of a 

delicate shooting in particularly difficult conditions, during the attack 

of September 26, 1918 was fatally struck at his post as he successfully 

completed his mission”. (Translated) 

Died: Died of Wounds 26 Sep 1918 Auberive, Marne 

Grave: Unknown
