Appointed Corporal on 1 Apr 1916, Sergeant 5 May 1916   

Left for the Armies on 20 May 1916. 

Transferred to 86th RI (4th company) 1 Jun 1916.

Citation: "Very good section chief. Mortally wounded on September 17, 1916 
at Vermandovillers (Somme) while leading his men to the assault."
