Entered College at Notre Dame de Bon Secours de Jersey in 1903 

Parents:  Jules Marie Ruellan & Marguerite Marie Julie De Rivau 

Henri Ruellan was one of 18 children (15 living at the start of WW1.)  Ten 

Ruellan brothers served in WW1 and 6 of them died.  It is claimed that this is 

the largest number of French siblings to have died in military service from one 

family.   Another brother Xavier also died ten years later due to health problems 

related to gas poisoning suffered in WW1.

Awards: Medaille Militaire (posthume) & Croix de guerre (silver star) 

Citation – By the Order of the Division “Ensured the supply of his battery 
from February 22 to 27, 1916 under a violent and continuous bombardment, 

with the greatest bravery. Was reported on August 28, 1914, by bringing 

back under fire, after the departure of the battery, his mortally wounded 

lieutenant. Killed at his post on February 27, 1916.” (Translated)  

 

Death: KIA (Crushed in his shelter), 27 Feb 1916, Rendez-vous de Chasse, 

route d’Avocourt, Vauquois, Meuse 

Grave: Necropole nationale, Sainte-Menehould, Marne Grave 5247 

(Two brothers Jules and Andre Ruellan are buried in graves immediately to the 

right – graves 5245 and 5246 respectively)
