Citations: By order of regiment June 21, 1917 "Grade of quartermaster during the 
attack on a small post showed great spirit and energy in defense and the supply in 
ammunition of this post" (Translated) 
 
By order of the Infantry and Division 5 November 13, 1917 “Brave and energetic 
non-commissioned officer. On November 5, 1917, an attack group of which he had 
solicited the honor of taking command was boisterously led to the assault of the 
German troops.” (Translated)  
 
Chevalier de la Legion d’Honneur October 3, 1918 "Good and brave officer, full of 
energy, was seriously injured while carrying out a liaison mission in a heavily 
bombed area” (Translated)
