Sous lieutenant in the 276e Field Artillery Regiment of the Moroccan Division.  

Killed on January 8, 1918, in Flirey. The observatory from which he directed the fire of his 

battery being surrounded by the shells of the enemy, he made the soldiers who surrounded 

him take shelter and, sure of his imminent death, continued the adjustment of the fire until he 

was hit by a full-blown shell.

Citations:  To the Order of the Regiment: “Room leader constantly giving his 
men the example of absolute contempt for danger.” Translated 

 

To the Order of the Army: “Officer of remarkable courage. Went, in the 

morning of January 8, 1918, to a front-line observatory spotted by the 

enemy. Despite a violent bombardment, adjusted his battery and breached 

enemy networks. Killed while observing the efficiency fire of his battery”
