Service Voluntary Military Chaplain 103e RI (Regiment d’Infanterie) 

Matricule au recruitment: #2437 Vannes Morhiban, Class 1899 

 

Rejoined the Army as a volunteer nurse working behind the German lines at the 

1st SIM Maubeuge. Lille, Bapaume 3 Aug 1914 (one day after his ordination). 

At the end of September he joined the French lines and became Voluntary 

Chaplain in the 103e RI from Oct 1914. 

 

Awards: Chevalier de Legion d’honneur (posthume) & Croix de guerre with 

palm. 

Citations:  To the order of the Army: 29 Mar 1915 "Chaplain to the 103e RI 
Demonstrated during the days of combat of February 24, 26 and 27, 1915 the 

noblest heroism by circulating day and night on the line of fire, by 

slipping, in defiance of danger, between the opposing lines, as well to 

fulfill the duties of his ministry, to carry away the wounded fallen on the 

ground and to lavish on them the care of the most devoted nurse.” 

 

September 1915 "Soul of a soldier under the priest's robe, stormed on 

September 25, 1915, in the center of the first wave, in the line of 

officers. Fell gloriously while reaching the accessory defenses of the 

enemy, through which, in a gesture of blessing, he seemed to offer guidance 

to the attackers."
